DEAR GUESTS!

In order to preserve your life and health, we ask you to observe the simple fire safety rules in the
hotel premises.

IN OUR HOTEL ROOMS, IT IS FORBIDDEN TO

» Smoke indoors. Smoking is allowed only in designated areas marked with “Smoking Area” signs.
» Use electric heating appliances (electric irons, hot plates, electric kettles, etc.).

« Use open flames.

« Leave charging devices, laptops, and similar items plugged in unattended, especially on soft
furniture where electronic devices may not cool properly.

« Cover lit floor lamps and table lamps with flammable materials.
» Bring and store explosive and flammable substances in the rooms.

» Leave small children unattended and allow them to play with matches and lighters.

If you are visiting the building for the first time, please try to
BbIXOA ﬁ-—)l remember the location of the emergency exits. The directions to the
exits are marked with green signs.

IN CASE OF A FIRE IN THE BUILDING
« Do not panic!

« Report the fire to the fire department by calling 01,101 from a mobile phone, or 112. Provide the
address, floor, and what is burning. Inform the duty staff about the fire.

» Do not use elevators during a fire

» Take all possible measures to extinguish the fire using the primary fire extinguishing equipment.

n Fire cabinets with fire extinguishers and fire hoses are available on each floor.
They are red and marked with signs.

IFit is not possible to extinguish the fire yourself, leave the building as quickly as possible. Exit
the room and close the door. Follow the instructions of the hotel staff or firefighters.

« Ifthe corridors and stairwells are heavily smoked and you cannot leave the room, stay in your
room, close the door, and open the windows. A closed and well-sealed door can reliably protect
you from dangerous fire factors. To avoid smoke inhalation, seal cracks and ventilation openings
with water-soaked towels or bedding. When the fire departments arrive, go to the window and
signal for assistance.
